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substantial improvements to the structure, all permits should be based on the typical 
standards found in the Tehama County Building and Safety Codes.  Condition 1 
contained in Attachment D will require any and all improvements to the structure and/or 
site to comply with local, state and federal laws, regulations, standards and 
requirements. 
 
Consistency with Surrounding Vicinity 
The current character and build of the area is predominately residential with small 
businesses that extend along Antelope Blvd. The request of the applicant would not 
disrupt the neighborhoods character, nor cause adverse impact to the surrounding area.  
This is because the existing residential structure is proposed to be converted from a 
small commercial operation back to a single-family dwelling use. 
 
Consistency with Zoning & General Plan 
Section 17.28.020(A) of the Tehama County Zoning Code allows various uses permitted 
in C-3 districts, except that dwellings, mobile homes, recreational vehicle parks and 
mobile home parks, as defined in this title, may be permitted only upon the securing of a 
use permit. As indicated above the residential structure has been used as a small 
business for the last 20 years.  The nonconforming section of the Zoning Code (Section 
17.74.010) indicates that if a residential structure (nonconforming without a use permit 
in C-3 Zoning District) has not been used for more than 6 months than the use must 
revert to a conforming use.  Therefore, in order to use this structure as a single-family 
dwelling unit a use permit must be approved. It should be noted that the General Plan 
Land Use Designation of this site is Suburban Residential, which further supports the 
request to use the residential structure as a single-family dwelling unit.
