Dave Hencratt, Tehama County Sheriff, attended a General Management review 
meeting in Glenn County back in October of 2016 to talk about issues of the Mendocino 
National Forest. Some issues discussed were tree mortality, prescribed burn, and 
management movement.  
 
Jim Wildauer, Interim Director of Planning, stated the schedule of proposed action in the 
Shasta Trinity National Forest has Beegum watershed recreation projects. Mendocino 
National Forest has a beetle forest health and habitat improvement project.

 1. Bureau of Land Management Resource Management Plan (RMP) 
Jim Wildauer, Interim Director of Planning, gave presentation on the development for 
future direction on the BLM administered lands. Involves an Environmental Impact 
statement prepared by BLM. Effected Counties are being asked to partner with BLM. 
Currently the board is putting a MOU together to state responsibilities. County would 
provide direct input with Director of Planning and two Board members in Advisory 
capacity to ensure the county is represented.  
 
Arthur Wylene, County Counsel, stated the contract sent over by BLM was open to the 
counties role. The county will not give up any rights.  
 
June Cooper stated to not assume with BLM. They do not coordinate with them. We 
need to stand firm. 
 
Sylvia Milligan, Outdoor Recreation Interest Representative, this is our opportunity to be 
very explicit. 
 
 2. The Draft Northwest Forest Plan (NWFP) science synthesis  
Jim Wildauer, Interim Director of Planning, Draft Synthesis was created by the US 
Forest service. It is anticipated to help provide scientific foundation for key resource 
management topics within the 17 Nation Forest. The documents were written by 45 
scientists and other key agencies. Final peer review will be anticipated in late 2018.

the roads for winter use.  This road is groomed in winter dependent on snow conditions.  The 
road was recently water barred and washes out in a number of places in the winter and spring in 
heavy rainfall years.  Its major use is high clearance vehicles and green sticker vehicles.  The road 
does not appear to be maintained at an ML 3 level, which is fine with the OHV users.  The road 
provides for an excellent OHV ride to reach the view point on top of Turner Mt. 

Recommendation:  Allow mixed use and maintain for this use. 

8. 29N18; Rice Creek Road, appears to be in Plumas County, is a popular route for OHV use because 
it skirts the Stump Ranch and offers a number of loop riding opportunities.  The road has minimal 
use and an occasional hiker accessing the Spencer Meadows trailhead.  In the fall, it is popular 
with hunters and anglers and in the winter for snowmobiling.  It provides a nice half or full day 
ride with a range of opportunities. 

Recommendation:  Allow mixed use and maintain for this use,  

9. 29N19; Lost Creek Road, begins at Wilson Lake Road a short distance from SR36, provides many 
loop opportunities for a variety of riding experiences.  Many staging areas are available along the 
road.  It allows riders to go all the way to Butte Meadows on connector roads and the ability to 
dine or stay at the St. Bernard Lodge.  The route is very popular with hunters and serves as an 
easy half or full day ride with great views, making it attractive to riders.  The road is also a 
popular route for snowmobiling in winter. 

Recommendation:  Allow mixed use and maintain for this use. 

10. 29N48; Turner Mountain Loop runs around the mountain and up to the lookout site.  The road 
begins and ends at the same location, a 32 mile loop.  It provides a great recreational opportunity 
for mixed use due to the very low use by street legal vehicles.  The route has had OHV use for 
decades.   There are a number of turnouts provided as it is an old logging road with great views. 

Recommendation:  Allow mixed use and maintain for this use. 

11. 29N80; Mineral Fire Station Road, this short route allows homeowners to safely access TE770, 
which allows mixed use.  The road sees infrequent maintain, has very minimal use by street legal 
vehicles, and is primarily used by OHVs. 

Recommendation:  Allow mixed use and maintain for this use. 

12. 30N16; Plantation Gulch Road, a very popular riding road as it connects with 31N17, the only 
road between Mineral and Viola/Brokeoff Meadows.  The road allows riders to connect with 
great ML2 riding opportunities in the area, is a great half or full day ride with very little traffic, 
highway legal vehicles respect that the road is used by OHVs and drive accordingly.  Although the 
road has recently been regarded/graveled it is normally a washboard gravel surface with ruts 
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3 Additional ULA Route Concerns/Recommendations 

 

The following three ULA routes are important connectors for users of the LNF road and trail network.  
The routes were shown on the 2007 MUVM but were omitted on the 2011 MUVM after the 2012 ROD, 
and continue to be absent from the 2012 MUVM.  It is requested that the three routes identified below 
remain as viable user routes and be reinstated with the 2013 MUVM update. 

ULA189: a short route located easterly of Mt. Turner and immediately south of the Hwy 172/29N48 
junction.  The route connects the 29N58 to the 29N48 providing a loop opportunity for greater access 
within the current route network.  The area and particularly this route is popular with hunters and local 
snowmobile users. 

Recommendation: Add route to the system and maintain accordingly. 

ULA191A & B: an intermediate length route lying southwest of Mt. Turner that connects the junction of 
the Mt. Turner Lookout route with the 29N48 loop to the southwest.  The route runs down the ridge 
past Diamond Lake and is popular with hunters, fishermen, and snowmobile users, all of which have 
worked to keep it a viable route for it views and recreational access. 

Recommendation: Add route to the system and maintain accordingly. 

ULA177: an historic route located just over one mile north of the Forest Service Work Center adjacent to 
Hwy 36E.  The route connects the 29N36/29N11Y to the 30N16, which completes the loop and allows for 
improved accessibility to the area.  Hikers, hunters, OHV users all enjoy this route. 

Recommendation: Add route to the system and maintain accordingly.
