2. Public Comment 

There was no public comment. 

3. Nomination of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson 

a. Motion Lerose Lane, second by Ryan Sale to nominate Ian Turnbull to 
serve as Chairman for the 2019 calendar year.

b. Motion by Ryan Sale, second by Carolyn Steffan to nominate Dean Sherrill 
to serve as Vice Chairman for the 2019 calendar year. 
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Turnbull added the TAC may need to accept their role and meet the legal 
requirements as the District rolls into the SGMA process. 

b. Staff has discussed potentially reducing the meeting frequency to once per 
year, with special meetings being called as needed until 2022. Staff 
anticipates it being one year until there is data to review for GSP 
development. 

Agenda items c and d and were addressed by the following motion: 

Motion by Carolyn Steffan, second by Lerose Lane directing staff to make 
the recommendation to the Flood Control and Water Conservation District 
Board of Directors to adopt the AB3030 TAC meeting schedule to one 
meeting per year, to be held in February and to amend the Bylaws to reflect 
the change.

6. AB3030 Technical Advisory Committee Vacant Positions 

Flood Control/Water Resources Manager Ryan Teubert noted Lyle Dawson elected 
not to reapply for his expired TAC term.  Staff thanked Mr. Dawson for his 
participation on the TAC. 

The TAC currently has two vacant positions; the AD1 and Natural Resources 
positions. Additionally, the City of Red Bluff has not appointed a representative; 
Scott Miller attended this meeting in an unofficial capacity.  

Staff requested direction from the TAC regarding the need to fill the vacant positions. 
Ian Turnbull commented there isn't a reason to fill the positions if the TAC can 
continue to maintain quorum at meetings.  

7. Groundwater Sustainability Agency Update 

Flood Control/Water Resources Manager Ryan Teubert presented the following 
updates regarding the Tehama County Groundwater Sustainability Agency (GSA): 

a. In 2018, the District executed a contract with DWR for $1.5 million to assist 
in developing the Groundwater Sustainability Plan for the Bowman, Red 
Bluff, Antelope, Los Molinos, and Dye Creek Subbasins. Staff will be 
developing a Request for Qualifications for a consultant to develop the GSP. 

Glenn County submitted a grant application for the Corning Subbasin and 
was awarded $1 million.  
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Lerose Lane stated there has been nitrogen contamination in her area and 
asked if there are plans to study nitrogen contamination in groundwater. 

Flood Control/Water Resources Manager Ryan Teubert stated there are 
numerous agencies monitoring water quality. The GSA will be responsible 
for making sure known issues are not worsened by groundwater extraction.

Background Information: 
The District submitted three Basin Boundary Modifications in 2018 which DWR finalized 
in February 2019. DWR then reprioritized all of the subbasins across the state and 
released the final Basin Prioritization results in December 2019. Ninety-four subbasins 
throughout the state were identified as either High or Medium Priority, with four of those 
being located within Tehama County.
